It’s a brilliant blend of computing, maths, 

and a bit of detective work! 

During the lesson, the class discovered lots of new 

computing vocabulary, including “loop,” “bug,” 

“debug,” and “algorithm.” They’ve now completed 

their programs, and next week they’ll begin testing 

and analysing their data. 

Well done, Year 3—you’re becoming fantastic

Year Four were thrilled to receive an exciting 

letter from Willy Wonka, which was delivered in 

spectacular style during their lesson, attached 

to a bright purple balloon, creating excitement, 

curiosity and a sense of wonder!  In the letter, 

Mr Wonka asked the children a wonderful 

question inspired by Prince Puducherry, who 

once requested a palace made entirely of 

chocolate. Just like him, the children were 

invited to think about something they would 

love Mr Wonka to create especially for them. 

The class first drew their imaginative ideas and 

then carefully constructed sentences to 

describe their creations. This activity provided a 

fantastic opportunity for the children to use 

adventurous adjectives, as well as coordinating 

and subordinating conjunctions, which they 

have been learning about in their recent 

lessons. 

 
In English this week, we became text detectives! We explored text 

interrogation, carefully examining a newspaper article to identify the key 

features, such as the headline, subheadings, captions and paragraphs. The 

children created their own colour-coded key to highlight each feature, 

making them easier to spot and understand. 

We then looked at this term’s objectives for English and identified 

subordinating conjunctions, coordinating conjunctions, apostrophes for 

possession and speech marks. This helped us to see how grammar and 

punctuation are used in real-life writing and strengthened our understanding 

of how to apply these skills in our own work. 

 

This week in Maths, we have been 

exploring regular and irregular 

polygons. We learned that for a shape 

to be a regular polygon, it must be 2D, 

closed, made of straight sides, and all 

sides and interior angles must be the 

same. The children followed clear step-

by-step guidance to recreate both 

regular and irregular polygons using 

straws, helping them to see and 

understand the differences in a hands-

on and creative way. In addition to 

this, we learnt the definition of the 

word 'perimeter' and how to work out 

the perimeter of our polygons. We had 

lots of fun doing this!
